Grateful Hearts Ministries

This year has been an exciting one at the Atlanta City Detention Center, with the
implementation of an inmate aftercare program. The program, a vision of Chaplain

Singer's, began with several of the volunteers from Mount Paran Church of God and was

spear-headed by Mary Jane Theden. Having a heart for those who suffer from substance abuse issues, Mary Jane
identified the need for intervention and placement of our female inmates into Christian recovery programs upon release
from Jail. While incarcerated, these women indicated a desire to change their lives from the chronic pattern of
homelessness and addiction to a life of restoration through Jesus Christ. Our faithful prayer teams come to the Jail and
prepare the hearts of these women to seek the Lord.

The aftercare begins with determining the appropriate placement for the women into faith-based recovery programs.
Upon release, the aftercare team provides each woman with a change of clothing and toiletries, a hot meal and
transportation directly from the Jail to a recovery program. The aftercare team continues to mentor these women
along with emotional and spiritual support. Many of these women have lived on the streets for years without any type
of ID. Our aftercare programs assists with securing appropriate documentation, such as birth certificates, social security
cards and Ga. ID's.

This past year, over 30 women have been placed into recovery programs. Our aftercare program currently has
approximately 15 women who are at different stages of recovery.

Lives are being transformed. Many of the women have reunited with their families, started back to school/vocation
rehab and many have jobs. Most of all, the women learn to value themselves and to honor the Lord with their lives.
